The BOD approved a new lease agreement updated by legal 

council in the August 18th Board Meeting. 

All residents will be required to sign the new lease agreement

Rent Payment Late Fee Changes: the rent payment “grace 

period” is now the 5th day of the month (Effective August 

18, 2009 Board of Directors approval of the updated rental 

lease agreement; changes the late fee charges date to be 

applied AFTER the 5th Day of the month)   

 

Change in Late Rent Date: Rent is due on the first of the 

month. Rent payments made AFTER the 5th DAY of the 

month shall include a late fee charge of $50.00. If  the 5th DAY 

of the month falls on a weekend or legal holiday, the rent may 

be paid on the next business day but will be late if not received 

by the close of business on that date.  

 

EXAMPLE: Rent is DUE Tuesday September 1, 2009. Rent 

paid after 5:30p.m. Tuesday September 8, 2009 will be 

charged a $50.00 late fee. (Because September 5th falls on a 

Saturday, rent is due Monday September 7th because Monday 

September 7th is a legal holiday (Labor Day), rent is late after 

close of business on Tuesday September 8th 2009).  

 

October rent is DUE Tuesday October 1, 2009. Rent paid AF-

TER close of business (5:30pm) on Monday October 5th 2009 

will be charged a late fee.  

 

Please contact the office with any questions. Management will 

be sensitive to the adjustment period of this change and ask 

that residents understand the new change.  
 

 

 

FALL WEED CONTROL: schedule  

U of M Land Care will begin treatment of the fall weed control application 

on Tuesday September 8th, 2009 by 8:00 AM starting on the North end of 

the property moving south. The plan is to spray whenever the weather condi-

tions are favorable, starting at 7:30 am and going to 3:00 pm each day, 

Monday through Thursday, not on Fridays, knowing that the kids are off 

school on Saturdays. Spray applications will not take place around any build-

ings before 8:00 am to limit the noise disruptions.  It is estimated it will take 

about two weeks to complete the entire CTC property; weather permitting. 

This is factoring in the likely hood of weather conditions not being favorable 

for part of the time, both wind and rain. All areas sprayed will be posted.

ATTENTION MEMBERS: Please make note of laundry duty details. 

Laundry Room Cleaning Guideline 

 

It is each memberôs duty to make sure the laundry room continues to be clean the entire week they are assigned to clean the laundry 

room. This normally means at least twice a week. One thorough cleaning (all duties listed below) and an extra quick sweep and 

mop at least, especially in the dirty winter months. 

 All One-Bedroom building cleaners: you are responsible for BOTH SIDES of the building; sweep & mop all stairs, clean win-

dows, remove all postings from glass and recycle all phone books around the building exterior/interior.  

Wipe off all counters tops. 

Wipe off all machines, inside and out! 

Dust behind dryer & washing machines 

Sweep away the cobwebs that linger around the ceiling and corners. 

Clean all windows. 

Remove all old postings on bulletin board and windows. 

All the other likely places that dust likes to hang out (pipes, heat registers, etc.) need dusting also. 

Sweep AND mop the floors. Not just the main walkway, but behind the garbage cans and any other reasonable place the broom 

and mop may reach. 

Take out the garbage/recycling and replace the bag when needed. 

Notify the ward representative when a cleaning supply needs to be replaced. 

 

 

Please Note: The laundry room will be checked at least once a week to be sure that duties are being done. If that laundry 

room looks as if it has been neglected it’s weekly cleaning, the person in charge of cleaning that week will receive a flat non-

negotiable fine of $75.00.
